If you are like me, you don’t mind getting up a little
early to watch some TV that is being broadcast from France.
The French Open is now taking place. It is the number 2 of the
four Grand Slam events for tennis. Its surface is red clay. The
surface needs constant maintenance. It is a slow surface which
makes for longer points. It is also gentler to the joints of the
body. This is a surface most common to Europeans and South
Americans. It is the same material as used at Taberna. The only
difference is that our clay is green. As a side comment to our
courts, Taberna now has the best courts in the area with the
most play on them. | played on three area teams this spring,
and none of the other facilities are enjoying the amount of play
that we are seeing at Taberna.

Tennis is getting bigger all the time at Taberna. If you
are looking for someone to hit with or a group to play in, contact
me and | will lead you in the right direction.

The ball you use often helps or
hinders the type of game you play. Some balls are heavier,
have more nap(fuss), more pressure. These things make the
ball fly fast or slow, or are more livelier than others. Try a variety
of balls and pick the one best suited for your game and the sur-
face that you are playing on.

There is something new out from Babolat. They have
just put one of their top selling racquets on sale: The ‘Pure
Storm”. (This is one of the pros favorite racquets.) This is usu-
ally what a company does to make room for the new model
soon to be released.
